	ANNUAL STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS 2009-10 – The Treasurer submitted a report which presented the Annual Statement of Accounts which showed an analysis of the Authority’s financial activity for the year ended 31st March 2011.  The Treasurer reported that the outturn position for the year was a revenue deficit of £14,571 compared to the revised estimated deficit of £52,336 approved by Members on 9th December 2010.  The improved position was primarily due to an increase in fees and charges income and a reduction in associated costs, in particular the support service costs.  The balance of Levy Rebate Reserve as at 31st March 2011 was £136,570.  In addition there was an exceptional item with regard to Pensions and a negative past service cost.

	RADIOACTIVE MUSHROOMS – The Chief Port Health Inspector submitted a report which outlined an incident at the Humber Sea Terminal, North Lincolnshire where a routine scan of a trailer of foodstuffs revealed a higher than normal reading of radioactivity (Caesium 137) from within the trailer.  The consignment was formally detained by the Authority pending disposal at the owner’s expense and the Food Standards Agency issued a Rapid Alert within the EU to prevent further distribution.  The matter had also been taken up with the Bulgarian authorities through the EU Commission.
