	BUDGET MONITORING 2011/2012 – The Treasurer submitted a report which informed Members of the Authority’s spending to the end of August 2011 compared to the approved budget and highlighted any anticipated variations to budget for the full year.
The projected out-turn reflected a decrease in employee costs, mainly due to a revision of the employer’s superannuation contribution rate, and an increase in income which, was as a result of additional inspection work.  The anticipated balance at the year end was expected to be £152,032 based on current predictions.

The Chair stated that the Board would receive the Estimates for the period 2012/2013 to the meeting scheduled for 13th December 2011 and that discussion would be held at that time on how any balances would be dealt with, and how the balances would impact on the level of levies for the constituent authorities for 2012/2013.
The Chair confirmed that the Hull and Goole Port Health Authority had stringent financial management controls in place and had always ensured that any pressures identified during the course of the year were planned for.

	PORT HEALTH MEDICAL EXAMINATION FACILITIES AT KING GEORGE DOCK – The Chief Port Health Inspector presented a report which outlined the current situation with regard to the Hull and Goole Port Health Authority’s use of examination rooms, at each of the 2 Hull passenger terminals, which would no longer be the subject of grant funding from the Health Protection Agency (HPA).  The annual rent and rates would therefore be borne by the Authority in full and as this would place a significant additional financial burden on the Authority, which would not provide for a best value approach to expenditure, the Chief Port Health Inspector had given notice to terminate the leases from 27th November 2011.
He reported that, should such facilities be required in the future, arrangements would be made with ABP and P & O to use their facilities as and when required.

	QUARTERLY SUMMARY  - MAY 2011 TO JULY 2011 AND STANDBY DUTY CALLS RECEIVED MAY, JUNE AND JULY 2011 – The Chief Port Health Inspector submitted, for information, a quarterly summary of the work of the Authority in respect of inspections, notifications and investigations undertaken during the period February 2011 to April 2011.

Discussion took place on the cases of gastro-intestinal illness reported on cruise liners visiting Hull in May and June 2011 and the action carried out by the Authority and the Company to contain the infection; the incidents of Fruit Flies reported at Goole previously and whether this was still an issue; a similar problem with Fruit Flies at Scunthorpe, on the River Trent and the subsequent abatement notice issued, which would be reported on formally at the next meeting of the Board; partnership working and the availability of specialist equipment from partners e.g. decontamination equipment from the Fire Authority; the out of hours service provided and the resulting volume of Standby Duty Calls.
